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Incoming Shipments 

Added new a feature to the Incoming Shipments list that allows you to view information in a 

collapsed (default) or an expanded view.  

For example, in the collapsed view, limited data and information are displayed.  

 

The expanded view allows you to view additional information that can be displayed in 

header and table formats. In the header format, shipment location information (i.e., 

Incoming shipment delivery location: <Shipment Location>) and shipment received date 

(i.e., Shipment received: <Received Date>) are displayed. The following shipment 

information is displayed in the table format: 

• Container # 

• Item 

• Category 

• Sub-Location 

• Quantity 
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Resource Requests 

• Added new a feature to the Resource Requests list that allows you to view information in 

a collapsed (default) or an expanded view.  

For example, in the collapsed view, limited data and information are displayed.  

 

The expanded view allows you to view additional information that can be displayed in 

header and table formats. In the header format, shipment location information (i.e., 

Resource Request inventory pick location: <Location>, select location, and location 

status [i.e., Unknown or New]) is displayed. The following shipment information is 

displayed in the table format:  

o Item 

o Category 

o Requested quantity 
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o Available quantity (i.e., “Confirmed” [which displays when the status is confirmed 

or thereafter], “– “ [which indicates that the quantity is unknown], and 0 [which 

indicates None or no value] 

o Approved quantity (i.e., “Confirmed” [which displays when the status is confirmed 

or thereafter] or  “–“ [which indicates that the quantity is unknown]) 

 

• Enhanced solution speed and performance when approving and completing multiple 

Resource Requests within a single inventory.   

Manage Inventory 

• Resolved an issue in which the Export option displays for customers with Standard and 

View Only roles, giving them access to inventory reports. The Export option now only 

displays for Customer Admins who can open and save full inventory exports.  

• Resolved an issue in which item quantities sometimes display incorrectly in the 

Customer and Region views. Item quantities now correctly display in these views.
